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  Adoption of the Official Theme

  A generic theme that is likely to be used by many users will be adopted as the official theme. Official themes are managed in the vivliostyle/themes repository and published as npm packages with the name @vivliostyle/theme-*.

  
    Conditions for Adoption

    The conditions for adoption as an official theme are as follows:

    
      	The design and primary purpose of the theme must be different from the existing official themes.

      	The theme must meet the theme specifications.

      	Sign the Contributor License Agreement.

      	Comply with the Code of Conduct.

    

  
  
    How to Adopt

    Please send a pull request to the vivliostyle/themes repository.

    
      	The theme name should be @vivliostyle/theme-*.

      	Include the source code in packages/@vivliostyle/theme-*.

    

    If your theme is accepted as an official theme, you will be given the following privileges as a maintainer of the vivliostyle/themes repository:

    
      	Push to the repository

      	Triage issues

  If you want to publish your theme as an npm package, please follow the specification below. You can use create-vivliostyle-theme to quickly create a theme that follows this specification.

  
    Theme Name

    The name of the theme can be free. However, it is recommended to follow some points:

    
      	If the purpose is clear, include a concise term that represents it.

      	Avoid terms related to modifiable styles.
        
          	For example, publication size and layout direction are expected to be easily changeable by users in the future with tools like Vivliostyle Pub. Therefore, avoid using terms related to these modifiable styles.

          	Examples of names to avoid: vivliostyle-theme-a4book, vivliostyle-theme-tategaki, etc.

        

      

    

  
  
    Styles to Include in the Theme

    A theme should encompass styles for the entire publication, rather than focusing on specific elements (e.g., only figures or footnotes).

    Below are the typical styles that should be included in a theme. The theme template generated with create-vivliostyle-theme includes these styles.

    
      	Page (margin, running header/footer, etc.)

      	Heading

      	Paragraph

      	Math expression

      	Figure and caption

      	Table and caption

      	Source code

      	Footnote

      Optional.

      Including "vivliostyle-theme" in this property's value will list your theme among the available options when creating a publication using Create Book. Ensure your theme is published as an npm package for it to appear.

      Since a theme is an npm package related to Vivliostyle, it is advisable to include "vivliostyle".

        style Property

        Required. This property specifies the main CSS file in the theme.

        You can also use the style or main properties at the top level of package.json. These properties serve the same purpose as vivliostyle.theme.style, but the priority order is vivliostyle.theme.style > style > main.

        Optional. This property provides a hint to users about the primary use of your theme when they use it for the first time.

        Choose the category that best fits your theme from the following list:

        topics Property

        Optional. If you want more specific descriptions of the theme's use than the category property, you can list and describe them here.

      
    
  
  
    example/

    The example directory should contain at least one Markdown file, a straightforward example of a theme. The name of the file is arbitrary.

    In Markdown files, you can use VFM (Vivliostyle Flavored Markdown).

  
  
    theme.css

    Include the stylesheet that defines the theme's styles. Using CSS custom properties (CSS variables) is recommended so that users can flexibly customize the theme's styles.

    A theme can include multiple stylesheets. For example, besides the default theme.css, you can provide stylesheets for specific purposes as shown below:

    
      	theme_print.css: Defines styles for outputting as PDF or viewing with Vivliostyle Viewer.

      	theme_screen.css: Defines styles for outputting in webpub format such as HTML.

    

    To specify a stylesheet other than the default with Vivliostyle CLI, set the specifier and import properties as follows:
